A full house of around 150 peof
attended Holy Trinity and St Barnal
Church in Paisley on 7 June fo
celebratory Eucharist to launch
Diocesan Growth strategy for t
Glasgow South and Renfrewsh
regions. The churches involved are
Aidan’s, St Oswald’s, St Ninian’s, t
Church of the Good Shepherd ang
Margaret's in the Glasgow So
region, and, for the Renfrewshire region, St Msarigridge of Weir, St
Bartholemew’'s Gourock, St John’s Greenock, St Maibrt Glasgow,
St Fillan’s Kilmacolm, Holy Trinity and St BarnahaBaisley, St John's
Johnstone and St Margaret's Renfrew.

Adventure

Bishop Gregor welcomed us and invited us to
join the adventure which the strategy offers.
The hymns were well chosen, from 20th
century writers combined with well known

tunes like Blaenwern and Hyfrydol. The

readings, telling of Elijah’s encounter with

the widow of Zarephath (1 Kings 17), the
descent of fire at Pentecost (Acts 2) and
Jesus healing on the Sabbath (Luke 13),
challenged us to take our faith outside.

The Bishop developed this theme in his sermon. &umburages us, by
asking us to take risks, as the widow of Zarepttathby doing what
Elijah asked her and baking bread for him, and fireting that her jar of
oil did not run dry.

God challenges us as he breaks through; as Jealesl fun the Sabbath,

We may understandably be of a conservative natutethat does not
mean that our conservatism should become rigitfgy the strategy help
God to help us to break through to those outside.

Empowerment
The strategy is not a “one size fits all” blueprint the diocese, but
selects a number of areas of growth and then asis$ eongregation to
work on whichever of these areas are most apptepndaight of its own
resources and situation.

400 years on from the Authorized Version
Reflections on “The Word” - Selina Hastings, Courge of Huntingdon

Selina who? And what has she to do with a piec
the Authorized Version? The aim of these arti
has been to highlight the work of some of those
have been convinced of the relevance of the Bib
their lives and that of the world around them. W
we think of those whom God has used in a partic
way over the years, one might be inclined to tlah
great preachers or church leaders, but here
reflect on a lesser known lady whose energy
influence played a pivotal role in the life of t
church in her day.

The spiritual state of Britain in the mid®8entury

was dire, with public morality low (as for instangi@own by Hogarth’s pictures of
“A Rake’s Progress”) and the church apparentlyegsiend unconcerned. Selina
Shirley was born in Leicestershire 1707 and marfiedophilus Hastings, thé"9
Earl of Huntingdon in 1728, and thus became CosnbédHuntingdon. In 1739
she joined the first Methodist society in Londord drecame friends with John
Wesley and George Whitefield. After her husbard#ath in 1746 she threw in
her lot with Wesley and Whitefield, and used healeto support them in their
work of revival.

Under Wesley and Whitefield's influence a numbenifiisters, such as William
Romaine, Rowland Hill and Henry Venn flourished &mndught about a revival of
religion.  Selina Hastings encouraged them, helpedn and supported them
when they faced discouragement and disillusion. &ke counted hymnwriters
such as Isaac Watts (“When | survey the wondroasst)y and Augustus Toplady
(“Rock of Ages, cleft for me”) among her friendShe died in 1791.

Selina Hastings, Countess of Huntingdon is an ump$emoine of faith in Britain.
She did not make the headlines but was there ibdahkground supporting others
with her resources and energy. Without her, sofrtteopreachers and teachers
who have become key figures in our Christian hgdtwould never have had the
support which gave them their start in life and endtem famous.

Her influence on those who have influenced usdéaloulable and her example is
one for us to follow.

Who is your hero and why?

Jim Henson was the driving force behind the Muppets many other creations.
His life was hardly heroic, and it may seem ridizd to mention him here, but
through his inspired creations he spread hope andand that's no mean feat.
The apparent simplicity of some of those felt aveed makes it easy to
underestimate what they have given to people; anddntribution toSesame
Streetwas integral to what that programme has achievatiwale.

In 1990 | attended Henson's public memorial seruic&t Paul's Cathedral. It
concluded with the sondust One Persan At first, just one Muppeteer sang
while holding one Muppet; but as each verse pragesnore people joined in,
until the area was teeming with performers andrtheioved characters. It was
indescribably moving to see these real and fictitamailies standing together, in
mourning and in celebration. It crystallised wttas one person had begun, and
what he had left behind.

What is your favourite piece of music, favouriténgiag, favourite poem?

With each of these questions, I'm deeply awarehef possible answers that |
have had to leave behind. My musical tastes dextec Bach, Bartok, Beach
Boys, Beastie Boys, Bjork, Bowie and Britten costxiappily on the shelves
(and that’s not to mention the extensive Springstadlection...). Perhaps I'd

chooseThe Valleyby Canadian singer Jane Siberry, which borrows énag
from the 2% Psalm to provide deep solace. Siberry actualfopmed a concert

in our home last year, as part of her endeavouwotmmect with audiences in
intimate environments.

I'd rather choose any sculpture of Rodin’s over anfing; the energy that
streams out of his figures is astonishing. My faite poem is the magnificent
Dream of the Roqdprobably dating from the"™Century, which relates the
crucifixion from the perspective of the cross.

What is your favourite book / film?

One of my most treasured books Tsiptychs by the photographer Milton
Rogovin. He took shots of people living in Buffald.ower West Side during
the early seventies, returned a decade later @ ttair pictures again, and did
the same once more after another decade. Ther@araptions in the book, no
explanations - just three still images to conveghgaurney of 20 years.
